The World Cup will attract 400 players and officials from Australia, New Zealand, South Africa, England, Sri Lanka, Singapore, Malaysia and the host UAE, apart
from India. Insportz, which launched indoor cricket in UAE, is the Middle East’s first indoor sports facility with fully air-conditioned multipurpose courts.

The 10th edition of the WICF World Cup will also involve players competing in the Open Men's, Open Women's, 21 & Under Men's, and 21 & Under Women’s
divisions, with Australia the reigning World Champions in each of the four divisions.
